2012 Wiffle Ball( World Series—Rules/General Information

Arena Location / Weather Conditions

The Digz Sports Center is located at 4428 S 140th St – 2 blocks north of 140th & Old “L Streets.  If inclement winter weather threatens games scheduled for The Wiffle Ball World Series, the Metro Omaha Softball weather information line will be updated by 8 a.m.

Refund policy

Once Metro Omaha Softball has completed the tournament brackets, no refunds will be issued unless another team takes your spot in the tournament. 

Rules for The Wiffle Ball( World Series

Slow Pitch Softball – The games will follow the same rules developed for Metro Omaha Softball adult slow pitch summer and fall league competition—with some exceptions to accommodate the indoor facilities and the type of equipment being used.  

Wiffle( Balls – Yellow 12-inch Wiffle( balls will be supplied by Metro Omaha Softball.  If a ball is torn more than ¼ inch it will be ruled illegal for play and will be removed from the game.  

Bats –  Only bats marked “official softball” will be allowed.   
Equipment

· Teams are responsible for providing their own bats.  

· Bases, pitching plate and balls will be provided by Metro Omaha Softball.

· Softball-baseball gloves are not allowed—except for the person playing first base. 

· Wiffle( balls may be changed any time at the discretion of the umpire.

· Running, cross training and turf shoes only.

· Uniforms are not required. 

Age Limit

· Players must be 18 years of age to participate in a Wiffle( Ball World Series event 

Run Rule Per Inning or 3 outs  

· A maximum of 6 runs per inning can be scored or (3) three outs whichever comes first.

· Exception – If the team at bat in the final inning—or final “at bat”—is behind by more than 6 runs, the game will continue until the final at bat is completed.     

Keeping Score / Batting Order

Winning team must report score to the tournament director.  Umpires need not receive copies of the lineups and only will become involved in the line-up issues if a batting out-of -order situation occurs.  Regular ASA batting out-of-order procedures will apply.
Time Limits/Run Rule/Home Runs  
· All games will follow a 40-minute time limit—or 7 innings—whichever comes first.   

· The tournament director reserves the right to alter the game schedule if time concerns arise.
· Game starts at the end of the pre-game conference.

· If there is any time remaining a new inning will be started.  (The inning is over when the third out is made in the previous inning)

· If the home team is at bat when the time expires—and is ahead in score—the game is over.
· There is no runs-ahead rule.   

· Home runs – Unlimited 

Tie Breaker
At the end of the time limit or 7th inning—whichever comes first—a tie breaker rule will take effect.  The tie breaker rule will be as follows: the last two (2) batters from the previous inning will start each extra inning at second and third base.  No outs.  Only two (2) two extra innings will be played.  If game is still tied, the winner will be determined by coin flip.
The Playing Field

· The pitching plate will be set 35 feet from home plate

· Bases will be set at 50 feet 

Other General Rules

Defense  

· Teams may use only 6 defensive players.
· Special Co-Ed Rule: Two females must play defense.  
· Fielders’ gloves – Only the first baseman will be allowed the wear a ball glove.

· Pitching – ASA adult slow pitch softball rules will be used; pitcher must pitch under handed.

· Warm up pitches – Five (5) warm up pitches will be allowed before the start of the game and one pitch in between innings.

· Substitutions – Teams may substitute defensively at any time.

· There will be a net separating the two fields.  STEPPING INTO OR MOVING THE NET TO MAKE A DEFENSIVE PLAY WILL NOT BE ALLOWED.  Penalty for violation: Batter is awarded a home run.

· Jumping up to make a catch OR to “slap” the ball and prevent it from going through the net WILL be allowed.  

Offense  

· Batting Order – MUST remain the same throughout the game. 

· Teams may bat up to 10 players.
· Special Coed Rule: Teams may bat up to TWO more men than women.  (Ex: 2 women and 4 men; 3 women 5 men, 4 women 6 men).  Also, no more than two (2) males may bat consecutively.  
· Bunting—Will not be permitted.  BATTERS MUST TAKE A FULL SWING AT THE BALL.  Penalty for violation:  A “dead ball” will be called and a strike will be assessed to the hitter.  If the strike called is the third strike of the at-bat, the player is out.  
· ANY ball hit through the net separating the fields IN THE AIR is a home run.
· Any ball hit on the ground that goes through the net separating the fields is a ground rule double. 
· DUE TO THE POTENTIAL FOR INJURY … NO SLIDING IS PERMITTED.  First violation is a warning; second violation will be ejection of offending player from the game.

· Count – All batters will begin their at bat with a 1-1 count; one courtesy foul ball will be allowed.  

· Base stealing – Not permitted. 

· Infield Fly Rule – Will NOT be called.

· Protests – No protests allowed.  Decisions of the tournament director are final.  Judgment calls by game officials cannot be protested.  
· Tournament director makes ALL final decisions relevant to tournament play.
